Stages of Production in Multimedia

Analysis – Researching the application’s goals, requirements, and audience

Design – Planning the general look and scope of the application, the media it will use, and the budget, tools, personnel, and schedule for creating it

Development – Creating and testing the application

Implementation – Putting a finished application into operation and making it available to its audience

Evaluation – Measuring the effectiveness of the product with the target audience. (Does it meet the originally specified goals?) Evaluations can take many forms, but often rely on interviews, observation, and surveys.

Maintenance – Keeping the application up to date and correcting any problems that arise
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
