Go to the home page of Gacollege411.org 

If a first time user, you must create an account.  Ask your teacher if they or the county has already created an account for you.  If so, use that log in information.  Once you log in with the teacher or county created information, you will be able to change your password.  Make sure you make it something that is professional and something that you will remember year after year. For example:  our students all use their passwords from the county network log in for their Gacollege411 password.  That way they will remember it each year.

If you are not a first time user of GAcollege411.org, then you are to sign into your account with your account name and password.  

Now go to “Career Planning” at the top of the screen, then to “Learn About Yourself”
Click on “Work Values Sorter”  

If you have completed this assessment in the past it will state “You previously completed the work values sorter on ______ date”  

You are to click on the get started button and after you have completed your assessment compare your answers to your previous session.

Values are things that are important to you and that you want in your future. 

Starting on the right hand side with least important and going across to less important, somewhat important, more important, and most important, you are to place the values card into the correct position.    

You are to drag and drop the work value to your correct placement. Everyone feels differently about their values so your selection will be unique to you.  There is no right or wrong placement but how important do you think the values are to you.  If you change your mind about your placement just drag and drop the values card to another open slot. 

Once you have completed the value card placement to your satisfaction you are to get your results.

In your career notebook list your categories with their scores.  Write one sentence about your two highest areas.   

The areas are Achievement, Independence, Relationships, Recognition, Support, and Working Conditions.

Now look up careers that are a match to your work values at this time and list five careers that you would like to know more about in the future. 
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
