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COLOR FORMULATION LAB
Directions: You will be given 10 hair swatches of color level 6. Create the correct formula for each desired color level listed in the chart below and apply them to your swatches—you will create ten color formulas for your ten swatches. Specify the value you added or subtracted to achieve your desired color formulation and which volume of peroxide was necessary. 

Once your color on a swatch has developed, rinse and blow-dry. Finally, attach your colored, dried swatches to this worksheet in the order that the desired levels are listed below (for example, your swatch that you colored to desired level ten should be attached to the paper first, the swatch of desired level 9 attached second, and so on). Compare your swatches with your fellow students’.
Tip: Color levels range from 1 being the darkest and 10 being the lightest. If you are going from dark to light, subtract. If you are staying on the same level or going darker, if is always 10-volume for deposit only. (The only change to the rule is if the hair going darker is resistant or has a lot of gray—then 20-volume or pre-softener may be used first.)
