LESSON 1: INTRODUCTION TO UNDERSTANDING COLORS

1.
Identify the standards. Standards should be posted in the classroom.

**Instructor Notes: As an ongoing project, refer to the Culminating Performance Task at the bottom of this unit. The project includes students creating an electronic portfolio showcasing their work for this unit, photos, video clips, reflections, notes, etc. A website for reference in creating electronic portfolios is provided, as well as a rubric for grading the project.
4. Begin the class with a review on the Laws of Color theory by showing the PowerPoint presentation via the web link, http://www.rcs.k12.va.us/csjh/colortheory/colortheory2.ppt. Discuss how artists have used their knowledge of color relationships in their paintings.
5. Identify color relationships that are used by the artists and moods that are evoked by their use of color.
6. This portion of the lesson will require students to use a computer lab with internet access. Have students go on a virtual tour of international museum websites in search of works of art that demonstrate the various concepts of the Laws of Color. Students should find examples of paintings using the following color schemes: complementary colors, cool colors, warm colors, different shades of value, repetition of color, monochromatic colors, analog colors, and triadic colors.
7. Have students save their examples to their computer desktops for discussion at the end of class.
8. Summary: Lead a group discussion by asking for volunteers to show and discuss their paintings they found and the Law(s) of Color that each represents. Guide the discussion on how color used in paintings can be used as inspirations for hair color.    
•
LESSON 2: HAIRCOLOR CORRECTION CONSULTATIONS


1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.
· What happens when the cosmetologist disagrees with the client after consultation, and how could an agreement be made?  
2.
Distribute to students or use a Smartboard or LCD Projector to discuss the Optical Illusions Handout. Find other photos if desired to use as an illustration.
3.
Ask students the following questions to emphasize the importance of effective communication between client and stylist:
· What do you see in this picture? (Different answers will be given.)
· Who is right? Why? 

· How does this relate to haircolor corrections?

· What if a client sees a “mistake” in the haircolor and you actually think it is fine? Who is correct?

· How do we come to an agreement in what should or should not be corrected in haircolor? 

· How do we professionally decline a haircolor correction service?

4.
Distribute the Color Problem-Scenarios Exercise Handout. Divide students into six groups, and label each group with a number from one through six. According to their group number, each group will evaluate a scenario from the handout (also labeled one through six) and determine the appropriate corrective color service needed. After each group has had fifteen minutes to discuss their scenario, one student from each group will share their assigned scenario and recommendations with the rest of the class. Note: Instructors may also choose to cut the numbered scenarios out of the handout and randomly distribute one to each group.
5.
Reiterate the importance of good communication skills—listening closely to the client, making recommendations, and declining a service when necessary. Ask students specifically what information is needed from a client to help determine the correct service and, if applicable, formulation.
6.
Show the video clip on the Art of Haircolor Consultation, http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=em_qKW71ckU (8 minutes in length).
7.
Have students pair off in groups and role-play a haircolor consultation between a client who needs a color correction service and a cosmetologist. Provide students with the Haircolor Correction Questionnaire Worksheet to fill out and give their recommended service. Each student should play the role of both the client and the cosmetologist.
8.
Once the consultations are complete, have students share their findings and give their recommendations. Discuss if alternative avenues could be explored.
9.
Summarize by reviewing the role-playing activity with the following discussion questions:
· How easy was it to gather the information needed? 
· Were there any unexpected comments or concerns?
· Do you feel as a cosmetologist you have enough information to make a professional recommendation? Why or why not?
· What would you do different for your next color correction consultation?
· What are some lessons you learned during this activity?
· What are the Laws of Color to remember when performing a color correction service?

· How do you know what developer to select for a color correction service?

· What are the general plans of action to take in correcting haircolor?
•
LESSON 3: COLOR CORRECTION TECHNIQUE—PRE-SOFTENING 

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

· Why is determining the stress level of a client’s hair important for the color correction process?
2.
When introducing the pre-softening technique, ask students to attempt answering the following questions to keep them thinking about the answers as the lesson continues:
· What is the definition of the “Pre-Softening” technique in color correction?

· What are the Laws of Color to remember when performing this color correction service?


**Activity Preparation: Before class, prepare several workstations in your lab according to the number of students in the class—at least four students per group but no more than six. To protect tables or stations from haircolor spills spread a plastic table cloth and use tape to secure it in place (table cloths can be purchased by the roll at party supply stores at decent prices). Provide one gray swatch for every student; hair swatches can be purchased from Pivot-Point International at http://www.pivotpointshop.com/ or from Burmax at http://www.burmax.com. On each table, place at least two ‘N’ series haircolors and two to three colors from different tones and 10 volume–40 volume developer.

3.
Divide the students into groups to work in the lab accordingly. 
4.
Distribute the Gray Hair Correction Lab Activity Worksheet and have students perform “Part I” (instructions for students are provided on the worksheet). Do not assist students during this time; instead, allow them to use their previous notes from other haircolor units or their textbooks.
5.
While the haircolor is processing, students will be visiting other stations to see how other swatches are developing—students will notice that several swatches are not developing correctly and some are turning a murky brown or pink shade (this information is also provided for students on the worksheet).
6.
Lead a brief discussion on why some swatches are not developing correctly.

7.
Provide students with the Gray Hair Cheat Sheet Handout. Discuss what “pre-softening” is in haircolor and the theory behind the technique.
8. 
Give students a new gray swatch; instruct them to perform “Part II” of the Gray Hair Correction Lab Activity Worksheet and create another gray coverage formula using the Gray Hair Cheat Sheet Handout. Guide students in their decisions for formulating. 

9. Distribute the Swatch Book Formulations Record Worksheet for students to record both of their color formulations for gray hair coverage. Students will use this worksheet to record corrective color formulations for future lab activities in this class.  
10. Summary: Ask students to share their findings. Guide the discussion by asking the following questions:
· What was different about coloring gray hair versus pigmented hair?

· Why can coloring gray hair be difficult?

· What is the theory behind “pre-softening” gray hair?

· What was learned from coloring gray hair?

· LESSON 4: COLOR CORRECTION—UNDERSTANDING THE UNDERLYING PIGMENT 

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

· Why is understanding the relationship between corrective color services and the underlying pigments of hair so important? 

**Activity Preparation: Before class, set up a product table with the following items: primary colors of tempura paint, paintbrushes, one-ounce plastic cups for paint, plastic cups for rinsing brushes, popsicle sticks, and paper towels. 
2.
Distribute the Underlying Pigments Lab Activity Worksheet. Directions for students’ collection of materials are provided on the worksheet. They should complete Parts I-III before moving to number four’s discussion questions below.  
3.
Inform students that each primary color represents the underlying color pigment and the stick represents a hair strand. Discuss the questions students were asked to answer on their worksheet.
4.
Students’ answers will show that the underlying color affected the results of the sticks’ final colors. Explain to the students that the same is true in haircoloring.  The underlying color of a client’s natural haircolor will affect the end results of the desired color. When evaluating this process, discuss the questions below:

· How could we achieve a desired color knowing that the underlying pigment in the hair will affect the outcome? How do we compensate for the difference? 
· By evaluating the results from the popsicle stick activity, can we predict that applying red haircolor to blonde hair will turn pink. Why? How is this corrected? 

5.
From the above activity, students learned that red haircolor alone on blonde hair is not enough for a true red haircolor. Guide students in a discussion to understand that blonde hair has mostly yellow pigment and that for all hair color to appear natural, it must have the three primary colors included.  

6.
Provide each student with a white hair swatch (yak hair works well), and have them perform Part IV of the Underlying Pigments Lab Activity Worksheet. Students should attempt this part of the activity using the knowledge gained from the above activity with as little teacher assistance as possible to help induce deeper understanding.
7.
Summary: Ask students to summarize what they have learned in this lesson. Assess students’ understanding by asking the following questions:

· How does this activity relate to underlying pigment in the hair?

· What can be taken from this lesson to help formulate haircolor successfully?           

End the discussion by briefly introducing the topic of color-corrective fillers, which will be covered in the next lesson. 

· LESSON 5: COLOR CORRECTIONS—FILLERS 

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

· How can the Laws of Color be used to determine when a filler is necessary? 

2.
Begin the lesson by briefly reviewing the popsicle stick activity previously completed. The results from the exercise and the discoveries made about underlying pigment will lead into the use of color fillers.

3.
Present the Understanding Fillers PowerPoint to the class. Use the slideshow as a lecture base for color fillers.

4.
Summary: Ask students the following discussion questions to review material covered in the above PowerPoint presentation:

· How can the theory behind color fillers be used in color correction?

· What are points to remember when coloring the hair darker? Lighter?

· What type of filler can be used for dry damaged hair?

· How do you determine when enough color has been applied for a service?
· LESSON 6: COLOR CORRECTIONS—TINT-REMOVAL  AND TINT-BACK TECHNIQUES

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

· How does knowledge of color theories and fillers apply to tint-removal and tint-back services?

**Activity Preparation: Select one or two different professional haircolor removal products along with the following items to use for demonstration: bleach, shampoo, conditioner, brushes, combs, clips, gloves, towels, and a mannequin with haircolor. 

2.
Demonstrate to the students how to use a professional haircolor removal product. Divide the mannequin’s hair into two parts, parting from the forehead to the nape. On the left side of the mannequin, demonstrate removing haircolor with a professional product. On the right side of the mannequin, use a “Soap Cap” formula:

2 oz. of water

2 oz. of bleach (1-2 scoops)
1 oz. of shampoo
1 oz. of conditioner
3.
Apply the soap cap formula at the shampoo bowl on wet hair for even distribution. Rinse with tepid water, shampoo, and condition. Explain to the students that the shampoo and conditioner act as a buffer on the hair, making it easier on the hair and scalp. 
4.
Have students work in groups of four to six to complete the Tint-Removal Lab Activity Worksheet.
5.
Tint-removal summary: As a review, ask students the following questions (the first three questions students should have answered on their worksheet):

· Which tint removal product did you like best and why?

· What was learned about removing tint from hair?

· Is removing tint predictable? Why or why not?
· Because the tint-removal process is not 100 percent predictable, what should be remembered about removing haircolor?

6.
Activity Preparation: Prior to class, make additional copies of the Swatch Book Formulations Record Worksheet for students to perform the next activity. Prepare a product table for students to collect materials needed for a tint-back activity lesson. Materials should include the following: 10 volume developers, haircolors, gloves, bowls, brushes, masking tape, paper towels, lab coats, light blonde – medium brown swatches, foils and tape. 
7.
Divide students into groups of four to six. Distribute the Tint-Back Lab Activity Worksheet.
8.
Summarize the tint-back activity with both the discussion questions provided on the worksheet and the following additional questions:
· What are the Laws of Color to remember when providing a tint-back service?

· How do you neutralize unwanted orange or brassy tones in a tint-back?

· Is a filler needed for a tint-back service? Why or why not?

· How do you formulate for a tint-back service?

· LESSON 7: CORRECTIVE COLOR—MANNEQUIN APPLICATIONS

1. Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

· Why is a thorough understanding of all corrective color techniques vital for obtaining a successful service outcome?

**Activity Preparation: Mannequin Project Worksheet
Before class begins, set up the following: Haircolors (Temporary, Semi-permanent, Demi-permanent, and Permanent), developers (10 volume – 40 volume), bleach, shampoo, conditioner, gloves, color bowls, brushes, foils, cholesterol, and paper towels.  
2. Distribute the Mannequin Project Worksheet at the beginning of class so that students can start working on Part I of the assignment. 
3. Have students perform Part II of the Mannequin Project Worksheet. Note: Some students may only be able to complete the soap cap within one hour (step 2 of Part II on the worksheet), and some may be able to complete the first four steps. Allow students to continue where they leave off during the next session.

4. Summarize the activity and lesson with allowing students to tour around the room and observe each student’s work. Ask the following questions for review (the second and third questions are on the worksheet):
· What knowledge was gained from this project?

· Were any steps of the process difficult? Why or why not?

· Were the desired end level and tone achieved? Why or why not?

· What, if anything, could be done differently next time? 
· LESSON 8: CORRECTIVE COLOR FORMULATIONS

1. Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

· Is all color correction for a client achievable? Provide an explanation. 
2. Present the attached Color Correction Solutions PowerPoint. During the lecture, use haircolor charts, swatch books, mannequins, etc., to provide visuals for better understanding.
3. Review how to formulate haircolor for gray hair in color corrections. Give examples. Ask students to state points to remember when working with reds, browns, and blonde hair. Reiterate the signs of damaged hair and when to decline a color correction service. 
4. Review the general rules when formulating:

· First, determine if the client’s desired haircolor is going lighter or darker.

· If going darker, you must use 10 volume developer.

· If going lighter, use 20 volume developer—2 levels of lift; 30 volume developer—3 levels of lift; and 40 volume developer—4 levels of lift.

· Remember level 1 represents the darkest haircolor and level 10 the lightest.

· Apply the Laws of Color to cancel out unwanted tones.

· Use bleach when lightening hair that has been colored.

5. Distribute the Color Formulations Worksheet. Students will work in groups of two and recommend color correction formulations based on five given scenarios. Refer to the Color Formulations Worksheet Answer Key for answers, although students’ answers may somewhat vary. 
6. Review the answers to the worksheet above with the students. Ask a student to come up to the board and share their recommended formula(s) with the class. Allow students to compare and contrast their answers to determine the correct solutions.
7. Summary: Briefly review the general rules again as listed in section (2) of this lesson and discuss the following questions:
· How does a cosmetologist formulate a mixture for a color correction?

· How should formulations be altered for different percentages of gray hair?

· How do you know how much of the “N” series in the haircolor formula to use?

· What rules should be applied when working with corrective haircolor?

· What are the Laws of Color used in correcting unwanted tones?

· Can hair that has been previously colored be lightened by haircolor? Explain.

· How do you know which developer to select in formulations?

· LESSON 9: COLOR CORRECTION SUMMARY 


1. Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

· How do you present large amounts of information into an easy-to-understand format that still contains the main ideas?
**Instructor Notes: This portion of lesson will require a computer lab with a projector. Select publishing software such as Microsoft Publisher for students to use to create a Color Correction Brochure. If anyone is not familiar with using the software, the media center specialist or business teachers will provide assistance. Materials needed are copy paper and flash drives.

2. Instruct students to create a brochure for color correction using the software available, notes from class, and textbooks, and group the information into six segments: 
· Laws of Color

· Consultation

· Color Applications (pre-softening, color filler, condition filler)

· Color Applications (tint removers, tint backs, soap caps)
· Color Correction Formulations

· Tips in Color Correction
3. Have students save their brochures on a flash-drive and print them out. Ask for two to three volunteers to present their brochures to the class. Using the students’ presented information, highlight areas of importance.
4. As a final review, allow students to play a Jeopardy game available via the web link, http://jeopardylabs.com/play/color-corrections.

5. Give students the Haircolor Correction Unit Test.

NOTES & REFLECTION: 

This unit requires several hair swatches, which can be purchased from Pivot-Point or Burmax, listed above. The advantage of using hair swatches is that it saves money on mannequins and haircolor. To get an average of how many swatches will be needed for the labs, multiply the number of students by the total amount of swatches needed for all the labs.

Culminating Unit Performance Task Description/Directions/Differentiated Instruction: 
**Instructor Notes: The Role of Portfolios
As schools and districts around the country define portfolio initiatives for their students, it is important to
recognize a common definition of portfolio. A portfolio is a collection of work that a learner has collected,
selected, organized, reflected upon, and presented to show understanding and growth over time. Additionally, a critical component of a portfolio is the combination of a learner's reflection on the individual pieces of work (often called artifacts), as well as an overall reflection on the story that the portfolio tells.

When used in schools, portfolios have the potential to support a deeper level of engagement and self-awareness. They make it easier for students to understand their own learning and provide teachers and parents with a richer picture of what students know and are able to do.

One primary difference between traditional and electronic portfolios is that electronic portfolios use technologies such as CDs, DVDs, and the Web. This allows students to collect and organize portfolio artifacts in many media types (audio, video, graphics, and text). Students also use hypertext links to organize the material and connect evidence to appropriate outcomes, goals or standards.

· Have students create electronic portfolio using photos from swatch activities, notes, video-clips, textbook and internet research.

· Give each student a copy of the electronic rubric.

· Have each student presents their Electronic Portfolio to class.  Each portfolio should include three examples from each lesson (three from Introduction to Understanding Haircolor, three from Color Correction Consultation, etc.)
