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Two-Wheel Alignment- A suspension alignment in which only the front wheel angles are checked and adjusted.

Four-Wheel Alignment- Process in which all the wheels on a vehicle are aligned with each other.

Steering Axis Inclination- The angle formed by the ball joints, steering knuckle, kingping, etc.

Caster- The backward or forward tilt of a wheel away from its centerline.

Camber- The outward or inward tilt of a wheel from its centerline.

Toe- The narrow part of a gear tooth. Also the angle at which opposing wheels are converging.

Setback- A measurable condition in which one wheel spindle is positioned behind the spindle on the opposite side.

Steering Geometry- Term sometimes used to describe the various angles formed by the components making up the vehicle suspension, such as caster, camber, toe, thrust angle, SAI, etc.

Thrust Angle- Imaginary lines of force that cross lengthwise through a vehicle’s tires.

Radial Tire Pull- A condition where a defect in a radial tire causes a vehicle to pull left or right.
