Central Port Injection - Uses tubes with poppet valves from a central injector to spray fuel at each intake port rather than the central throttle-body.
Continuous Fuel Injection – A type of fuel injection in which the fuel injectors are constantly open. The amount of fuel to the cylinders is controlled by the ECU, which monitors an airflow sensor.

Direct Fuel Injection – Fuel injection system where fuel is sprayed directly into the combustion chamber. Also see Multi-port Fuel Injection.

Electronic Fuel Injection - A computer controlled fuel system that distributes fuel through an injector located in each intake port of the engine.

Fuel Injection – A system that sprays fuel directly into or just ahead of the cylinders.

Indirect Fuel Injection – Fuel injection system that sprays fuel into the intake manifold.
Mechanical Fuel Injection – A system that utilizes mechanically driven fuel pump to force fuel into the engine.
Multi-port Fuel Injection – Fuel injection system in which there is one injector per cylinder.
Pulse Fuel Injection – Fuel system in which injectors are only open for a short period and remain closed the rest of the time. The amount of fuel delivered is controlled by how long the injector is open.
Pulse Width – The length of time a fuel injector is held open by the engine control computer.
Stoichiometric – A perfect or chemically correct mixture.
Throttle Body Injection – Fuel injection system that uses one or more fuel injectors mounted above or in the throttle body itself.
